Catholic School Tuition and Costs 

¶ Based on the average public school cost 
of $11,066 per student, Catholic schools 
provide more than 20 billion dollars a year 
savings for U.S. taxpayers. 

¶ Tuition fees paid by families constitute a 
portion of the actual per pupil expenses. 

¶ The average per pupil tuition in parish 
elementary schools is $4,400, which is 
approximately 74.7% of actual costs per 
pupil of $5,887. 

¶ About 91% of elementary schools provide 
some form of tuition assistance.   

¶ The difference between the per pupil cost 
and the tuition charged is obtained in 
many ways, primarily through direct 
subsidy from parish and fundraising 
activities such as the Scholarship for 
Kids program, the St. Ann Annual 
Appeal, Seafood Fiesta, Golf 
Tournament and the SCRIP program.
