I received from the Lord what I also delivered to 

you, that the Lord Jesus on the night when he was 
betrayed took bread, and when he had given 
thanks, he broke it and said, óThis is my body which 
is for you. Do this in remembrance of me.ô  In the 
same way also the cup, after supper, saying, óThis 
cup is the new covenant in my blood. Do this as 
often as you drink it, in remembrance of meôò  
(1 Corinthians 12:23-25).  
The Mass is the Sacrifice of Christ and the 

Banquet of his Body and Blood. It is the mystery of 
Christôs Cross and Resurrection made present in 
our ñhere and now,ò the foretaste on earth of ñwhat 
God has prepared for those who love himò  
(1 Corinthians 2:9) at the heavenly ñSupper of the 
Lambò (Revelation 19:9).  
The Liturgy of the Eucharist unfolds in three 

movements: the Preparation of the Gifts, the 
Eucharistic Prayer, and the breaking of the 
Eucharistic Bread to be given in Holy Communion. 
The Mass thus corresponds precisely to the words 
and actions of Christ: ñWhen he was at table with 
them, he took the bread and blessed, and broke it, 
and gave it to themò (Luke 24:30).
